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From the Rector’s Study

I recall the time I attended a cremation. I had gathered with the family around the casket, and began to
read the prescribed sentences of Scripture from the order of service for the burial of the dead. I
continued with the committal prayer, inserting the words, “we commit his body to be consumed by
fire,” and concluded with the prayer asking God to raise us from the death of sin, to the life of
righteousness and followed it with the grace.

At this point the doors of crematorium were opened and the casket rolled in. The funeral director then
approached a member of the family and asked if they wanted to press the button, to, in his words, “start
the process,” – that being the process of “cremation.” It was supposed to be a polite way of asking
permission.

It occurred to me though, that “the process” had, in fact, begun long, long ago. No button needed to be
pushed. It had been pushed already. It’s what St. Paul was getting at when he wrote, “ Therefore as sin
came into the world through one man and death through sin, and so death spread to all men because all
men sinned…” (Romans 5.12). This is the process we are “locked into” as we come into this world, and
it is the fatal diagnosis concerning the human condition. Whether it’s the Middle East peace process,
(How long has this been going on? How many attempts have there been to revive it?) the aging process,
or the grieving process, or the process of negotiating a settlement or a compromise – you name it, it is
the process of sin and death. It is interminable and exhausting. 

But the Good news of Easter is the ‘process’ has been interrupted! Now is Christ risen from the dead!
What ever else one might want to say about the Resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, it was not a
process! We could say it was the push of a button, or the flick of a switch, and that by God. On Good
Friday, Jesus cries out, “My God, my God why have you forsaken me?” breathes his last, dies, and is
buried. But on Easter Sunday, Jesus stands before the astonished disciples, and says, “Peace be with
you!”

What does this mean for you and me? St. Paul writes that “If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from
the dead dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will give life to your mortal bodies
also through his Spirit which dwells in you.”(Romans 8.11). This is the promise of life. It is God’s gift
to us, for the “here and now”, and not just “then and there.” It is not the result of any “process” that we
initiate, but a consequence of the fresh reception of the gift of the forgiveness of sins through the death
and resurrection of Jesus Christ. It is an astonishing and unexpected interruption in the process, and it’s
the answer to the prayer that God would raise us from the death of sin to the life of righteousness.

I see it happening, more perhaps in the lives of those around me, than in myself. It gives me hope and
fills me with wonder and awe. It is the death of the old, and resurrection of the new and it’s the
beginning of joy.

Colossians 3:12   Contemplative Knitting

A few years ago I encountered prayer shawl ministry at a church in Lethbridge, Alberta. Just before Lent this year I was
thinking about some of the people at St. Mary’s who had recently had surgery and the Holy Spirit prompted me to begin
knitting for them and to extend the invitation for others at St. Mary’s to do the same.

The prayer shawl ministry began in the early 1990’s in the USA
and is now practiced beyond North America. Prayer shawls, knitted
or crocheted, throw-size or scarf-size, are tangible evidence of the
loving, prayerful support of the congregation for one of its
members. 

Someone may be blessed with a prayer shawl because they are
college-bound and leaving St. Mary’s, are in a crisis, facing
surgery, critically ill or dying. They may be expecting a baby or are
recently bereaved or in a seniors’ residence. 

The repetitive nature of knitting allows one to meditate and pray
with every stitch – every inch of the yarn passes through the fingers
and will eventually embrace another. Crafters choose soft yarn with colours suitable for the recipient and their work is
blessed at a worship service before it is presented. Patterns can be simple – perfect for the beginner and the needles are
large, so, while the finished shawl is five feet long, it grows quickly.

There are currently ten “prayer-crafters” at St. Mary’s and eight shawls have already been to be blessed and delivered.
There is a table set aside at coffee in the Upper Hall for Colossians 3:12. If you have always wanted to learn to knit now
may be the time. After all, there are ten people just waiting to help you if you drop a stitch! Instructions are provided for
this wonderful ministry of God’s people.

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Guatemala Bound

Ginny Lane and her family will be going to Huehuetenango,
Guatemala for one year beginning in late April.  Ginny will
be working with an agricultural non-governmental
organization on the development of a micro-credit
cooperative. Her primary responsibilities will include
consulting with potential clients and the lead organization to
develop appropriate policies and procedures to guide the
launch of the micro-credit cooperative. Once established, it
will lend out small amounts of money with low interest rates
to individuals or small cooperatives to allow them to purchase
livestock, supplies, or equipment.  The overall goal of the
micro-credit cooperative will be to assist people to develop
sustainable livelihoods that support their families.

Food Bank  and Soul’s Harbour Rescue Mission

The Regina and Area Food Bank is very thankful for donations of groceries and food.  Egg cartons, plastic food
containers and empty bags are used in the food program. Books and magazines are accepted for their library
and resource centre and for teaching people to cook.

At Christmas and during Lent donations were divided between the Food Bank and Soul’s Harbour to answer
pleas by Soul’s Harbour for groceries to fill their shelves.  At the time of the rummage sale in February, dishes,
pots, kitchen utensils and cutlery, as well as men’s clothing were delivered.

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ACW’s Gone Green!
“The Lord God took the man and put him in the Garden of Eden to work it and take care of it.” (Genesis 2:15) 

As part of our care for the world God has entrusted to us, St. Mary’s ACW tries to recycle and reuse anything that has a
prospect of a new or continued life. Everyone is invited to support the environmentally friendly activities described below.
The ACW accumulates various “collectibles” on the table on the Montague Street landing.

The Campbell Soup labels are trimmed to a standard size and combined with those collected by another Regina group to
support the school which is a part of the Wascana Rehabilitation Centre. The labels are used to obtain equipment not
provided through other sources. If you are donating Campbell Soup labels, it is best to provide the whole label which can
then be trimmed by someone who knows what portions of the label are required.

The used eyeglasses and cases are taken to the Canadian National Institute for the Blind, where they are collected by Lions
Club members for use in developing countries. Eyeglasses can be donated even if they have been damaged, providing that
some part of them can be salvaged.

The used postage stamps are donated to the Canadian Bible Society which sells them as one of its fundraising activities.

The Canadian Tire “money” is used by the ACW to help buy utensils or other items required for the kitchens at St. Mary’s.
Our most recent purchase was a new electric kettle for the upper kitchen.

The used book store in the lower hall provides a self-serve opportunity for parishioners and others to recycle reading
material. Purchases are on the honour system and you are welcome to shop at any time and leave the appropriate payment in
the coin box. Donated books can be left on the tables in front of the bookshelves and Joan Quick and her son Evan will
shelve them in the appropriate spot. Quantities of surplus books are periodically donated to the Food Bank and other
agencies that can make good use of them.

Small toiletries – soap, shampoo, conditioner, hand lotion, etc. – are collected by Sharon Baldwin on behalf of the ACW
and delivered to women’s shelters. You can call Sharon at 352-1837 if you need more information.

The ACW will also put to good use any surplus containers for baking or preserves. Tinfoil pie plates or tart tins, small glass
jars for jam and jelly, or plastic cake or pie containers (the ones with lids are the very best) can be left in the upper kitchen.
You may see your container again at the next bake sale full of raspberry jam or lemon meringue pie!

The ACW’s biggest recycling project is the semi-annual rummage sale. From Monday to Thursday prior to these sales, you
can deliver your used clothing, furniture, appliances, luggage – you name it! – to the lower hall and the rummage team will
sort and price the merchandise. The sale itself takes place on Friday and on Saturday morning. The rummage sale is a
chance for members of the community to purchase needed items at very reasonable prices and for donors to dispose of their
surplus goods in a productive way. After the sale, the leftover items are donated to other organizations that can put them to
good use – women’s shelters, clothing depots, or others who serve the less fortunate members of our community. Your
rummage is always welcome, and so are you! Some members of our rummage team have been forced to discontinue this
activity, and more help is always needed. Even if you can only spare us a couple of hours during rummage week, we’d love
to have you join us. The next rummage sale is scheduled for September 26 and 27, 2008. For more information, call Min

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The Sacrifice of Worship

As a mother I have sometimes felt that I should get a trained parrot which could take over almost half of what I
do in a day.  The parrot could say, "eat your breakfast," "brush your teeth," "pick up your toys," "don't forget
your homework," "please don't slam the door," "no TV until your homework's done and your room is cleaned,"
etcetera, etcetera.   I wonder why I have to tell my children the same things day after day.  Surely they should
remember what they have been told before.

But, no.  And it's not only children who need to hear things more than once.  On the fifth, or fifteenth or five
hundredth time of hearing, you may gain a new understanding from the same words.  That is why in the
Anglican tradition we have set services which we use over and over; we don't leave it to the pastor to
extemporize each Sunday.

I cannot begin to count how many times I have heard the words of the communion service from the Book of
Common Prayer, but a few weeks ago a phrase struck me in a new way.  It was in the Prayer of Consecration
(page 83), "our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving."  Previously, if I had given thought to that particular
phrase, I thought in terms of the Eucharist being Christ's sacrifice for us, or of our worship taking the place of
the blood sacrifices of ancient times.

But on that Sunday morning, the phrase caught my attention as our worship being a sacrifice.  Going to church
on a Sunday morning (or any other time) is a sacrifice that we have to actively choose to make.  We sacrifice
our time and energy, we get up and get our act together to come to church and participate in worship with the
rest of the congregation.  We choose to do this rather than sleeping in, going out for brunch, golfing, watching
TV, even mowing the lawn or doing the laundry.

Sleeping in was always a tempting option, but when I was much younger there were not a lot of other
possibilities on Sunday mornings.  Stores were closed, sporting events never started before noon, and in the
days before cable, TV choices were very limited and included religious programs on Sunday morning. Social
pressures would discourage some people from mowing lawns or hanging out laundry, because their neighbours
would see that they were not observing Sunday properly.

All that has changed, and mourning for the past or complaining about our secular society will serve no good
purpose.  Rather, Christians who choose to observe Sunday do so willingly, because we know that is what God
wants from us.  God rested on the seventh day of Creation, and set aside one day each week for His people to
rest and to worship.  We know that no sacrifice is too great for us to make, especially when compared with the
sacrifice God and His Son made for us.

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Stained Glass Windows: The Christian Story in Art a nd
Symbolism

St. Mary’s is graced with stained glass windows throughout. Gladys Gordon, who took an interest in the St. Mary’s
archives, wrote an article about the windows for our Thanksgiving 2003 issue.  She
explained that all our windows are memorials - five are in memory of former
rectors, one in memory of a former bishop and most of the rest are in memory of
former parishioners.  

Further to the memorial attributes, these windows tell a story by using Christian
symbolism.  Christian symbolism is the use of signs and emblems to teach and
present religious truths. “Words often fail where symbolism succeeds, but used
together they frequently make spiritual things more fully grasped.  This was
particularly true in the past, when education was not as general, and printing was
unknown.  Like musical notation, Christian symbolism illustrates that for which it
stands. It also adds a beauty and mysticism to religion, speaking as it does of an
unseen world and supernatural faith. For a proper understanding of Christian art
and architecture, some knowledge of symbolism is necessary”. (Ref. Rev.
Archibald Campbell Knowles, The Practice of Religion (1911))

In this issue we will look at the window of St. Mary the Virgin, to the right of the
piano.  The window, in memory of Alice Thompson, was presented by Mr. A.J.
Thompson and son in memory of their wife and mother in September 1949.
Dorothy Clake remembers Mrs. Thompson as Junior Choir Director. 

The window was designed and constructed by Meikle Stained Glass Studio of
Toronto and has many symbols associated with the Christian faith. Read about the
symbols, below, then go to window in the church to have a closer look.

Fleur de lis signifies the Holy Trinity and Mary the mother of Jesus.

Chalice is symbolic of Christian faith, referring to the last supper and Christ’s sacrifice
on the cross.

ihs generally means Jesus (Ihsus, the Greek name for Jesus) hominum salvator (Jesus
the Savior of men).

Font is symbolic of water being used as the sign of grace and new life, “born again of water and the Spirit”.

Anchor signifies a life anchored in Jesus

Ten Commandments represent the instruction in the Bible. This also may represent St. Anne, mother of Mary and be a
symbol of her careful instruction of Mary. 

Star of David is two intertwined triangles representing the shield of King David. The central part indicates the Sabbath and
the six outer points represent the six working days.

Alpha and Omega are the first and last letters of the Greek alphabet. They symbolize the completeness of the Gospel and
the importance of Christ’s sacrifice. God is the beginning and the end of all things.

Lilies represent rebirth (symbol of Easter). They are the symbol of purity, the flower of the Virgin Mary. White suggests the
innocence of the soul and holiness of life.

The colour blue represents hope, truth, divine works, sincerity and piety.
